Access for Rights
Access for Rights is an advocacy and activism project led by Access Info Europe and Statewatch which makes use of Europe’s access to information laws to gather data that can be used in the defence and promotion of human rights. 

Through the Access for Rights Network we conduct pan-European research on threats to core democratic rights such as freedom of expression, privacy, and assembly. Comparative data-analysis and mapping is then used in campaigns to defend and promote civil liberties in Europe.

The Access for Rights project includes: :

· Access for Rights Activists Network: A network of organisations and individuals from across Europe who will be able to help each other to request information across borders and collaborate in joint advocacy initiatives. 

Information Requests and Monitoring: Coordinated requests to governments about priority civil liberties issues by Access Info and partner organisations/network members. 

Comparative Info for Advocacy: Presentations of the comparative monitoring including visualisations showing which governments have made information available and which have not. Reports are designed for use in advocacy and awareness-raising. 

Access for Rights Briefings and Reports: Briefing papers on the transparency dimensions of human rights issues and short reports analysing the legality of responses to requests for information about human rights and civil liberties issues. 

Civil Society Info Toolkit: A guide for human rights and civil liberties groups on how to make strategic use the right to know at the national and international level. 

Access for Rights Website: The Access for Rights website is the online home of the Access for Rights Activists’ Network and the hub where news and tools can be found. 

Help Desk: Assistance to NGOs, journalists and individuals on accessing information regarding civil liberties and human rights. Access Info focuses on helping others to make requests and appeals; however we also request information on behalf of others where it is more appropriate.
